Polar Plunge Winter Festival 
Area Fundraising Guidelines
Main Purpose of Polar Plunge Winter Festival:  Special Olympics Virginia commits significant resources of both staff time and money to raise funds to support year-round statewide programming and initiatives.

Secondary Purpose of Polar Plunge Winter Festival:  To provide an opportunity for Area/Local programs to use the event to raise money for their direct benefit without the investment of resources an Area run event would entail.

Recruitment of Plungers:  Areas/Locals are welcome to recruit NEW plungers to the event.  

a. The plunger must have previously represented the Area/Local program or be a new plunger.  
b. Plungers who have participated in the past as general plungers are NOT eligible to be Area fundraisers unless the Area/Local program can demonstrate to the satisfaction of SOVA staff that the plunger has become actively engaged with the Area/Local program.   
Allocation of Funds:  In order for Areas/Locals to receive 75% of funds raised by plungers the following must occur:

a. Plunger must go to the Area Registration table at the Plunge and indicate which program they are representing OR turn money in to the Area/Local through the centralized accounting system.

Breach of Guidelines
a. Areas/Locals may not receive funds for plungers who do not register through Area/Local Registration due to the significant amount of time required to research plungers, confirm totals and correct reports.
b. Areas/Locals who knowingly and willingly attempt to recruit previous general plungers may lose the privilege of using the Polar Plunge Winter Festival as a cooperative fundraising opportunity for a length of time to be determined by SOVA staff.
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
